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As per the OM dated 22.4.2015 of Official Language Department, Govt.of
Indiaand in compliance with the orders of the President issued under
Recommendation No. 16.7(A) of the 7th Committee of the Parliamentary
Committee on Official Language, a practice based course “Parangat”, had
introduced by Hindi Teaching Scheme for all the Central Govt. employees, who
possess working knowledge in Hindi, to make them proficient to carry out their
work in Hindi.
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All officials who have working knowledge in Hindi (Who have studied Hindi
upto matric level/passed Pragya course) are eligible to attend this course.
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This is primarily a practical based course in which out of the total training
period 80 percent of time is fixed for practical learning and 20 percent is for theory.
Parangat classes are conducted twice every year by Hindi Teaching Scheme,
Thiruvananthapuram. Duration of the course is 5 months, during which there will be
2 hours training sessions three days a week.
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As per the OM No. 21034/69/2008-31.41.(%f2l) dated 05.02.2021, Central govt.

employees who successfully complete the training programme are rewarded with a
lump sum cash award as given below:
