Accordingly, the government has taken following
decision.

The government is granting its approval to the increase the pension of Rs 8000/- per
month being paid presently to the freedom fighters /their spouses by Rs 2000/-per
month and they shall be paid Rs 10,000/- per month. This increase will be effective from
2/10/2014 .
