On the above mentioned subject and reference, it is stated that the President, Welfare
Society for Former Judges, Rajasthan, Jaipur vide his letter dated 05.07.2018 (copy enclosed)
has intimated that the payment of dearness relief to retired judicial officers is being reduced
and the banks may be directed to make payment after issuing orders for grant of dearness
relief on basic pension as per rules, in future.

Vide this department letter no. 576-630-H dated 21.04.2017 (copy enclosed)
regarding payment of increased dearness relief on and after 01.07.2018 to Rajasthan Judicial/
Higher Judicial Service Officials (retired/deceased) under the Sixth Pay Commission, you
have been directed earlier to ensure payment of increased dearness relief to the retired/



deceased Rajasthan Judicial/Higher Judicial Service Officials as per the dearness relief orders
issued by the State Government until orders of increased dearness relief are issued by the
Central Government in respect of the personnel (pensioners) receiving pension under the
Sixth Pay Commission. After the issue of dearness relief orders by the Central Government,
the dearness relief already paid may be adjusted. At present, dearness relief @142% w.e.f.
01.01.2018 is payable to the retired officials of the state government drawing pension under
the Sixth Pay Commission.

Hence, compliance of the above directions may be ensured.

On the above mentioned subject, applications are being received in this department
from the retired/deceased Rajasthan Judicial/Higher Judicial Service officials who are at
present being paid dearness relief on pension at par with the retired personnel of the Central
Government, for the payment of increased dearness relief w.e.f. 01.07.2016 as per the Sixth
Pay Commission.

In respect of such officials whose pay fixation has not been done as per the 7" Pay
Commission, orders have been issued by the Central Government for grant of dearness relief
@ 132% & 136% w.e.f. 01.07.2016 and 01.01.2017 respectively, only for the personnel but
dearness relief orders have not been issued in respect of the pensioners.

Hence. ensure payment of increased dearness relief to the retired/ deceased Rajasthan
Judicial/Higher Judicial Service Officials as per the dearness relief orders issued by the State
Government until orders of increased dearness relief are issued by the Central Government in
respect of the personnel receiving pension under the Sixth Pay Commission. After the issue
of dearness relief orders by the Central Government, the dearness relief already paid may be
adjusted.
