draw their pay in the pre-revised Pay Scale/Grade Pay as per 6" Central Pay Commission, shall be
enhanced from the existing rate of 196% to 203% of Basic Pay w.e.f. 01.01.2022

29" August, 2008 shall continue to be applicable while regulating Dearness Allowance under tnese
orders.
