8. The offices of Accountant Geneial and authorised Pension Disbursing Banks are
requested to arrange payment of relief to pensloners etc. on the basis of tnese Instructions
without walting for any further instructions from the Comptroller and Auditor Ceneral of Indla
and the Pesarve Bank of India In viaw of latter No. S28-TA, (1/34-80-11 dateu 23,04/1981 of the
Comptroller and Auditor General of India addressed (o all Accountant Generals and Reserve
Bank of Indla Clrcular No. GANB No, 2958/GA-64 (Il) (CGL)/81 dated tha 21% May, 1981
addressed to State Bank of Indla and its subsidiaries and all Nationalised Banks.
