Subject:- Revised rates of Dearness Allowance to the employees of Central Government and
Central Autonomous Bodies continuing to draw their pay in the pre-revised pay
scale/Grade Pay as per 6" Central Pay Commission, due from 01.07.2021

The undersigned is directed lo refer to this Department's O.M. No. 1/3(1)/2008-E.1I(B) dated 13"
August, 2021 on the subject mentioned above and to say that the rate of Dearness Allowance in respect
of employees of Central Government and Central Autonomous Bodies, who are continuing to draw their
pay in the pre-revised pay scale/Grade Pay as per 6% Central Pay Commission, shall be enhanced from
the existing rate of 189% to 196% of the Basic Pay with effect from 1s! July, 2021.

2. The provisions contained in paras 3, 4 and 5 of this Ministry's O.M.No.1(3)/2008-E.lI(B) dated 29t
August, 2008 shall continue lo be applicable while regulating Dearness Allowance under these orders.

3. The contents of this Office Memorandum may also be brought to the notice of all organisations
under the administrative conirol of the Ministries/Departments which have adopted the Central

Government scales of pay.

Through Government of India, Misisery of Finance, Department of Expenditure, New
Delhi, Memorandum No. 1/3/2008-E- -1I(B). éased 01.11.2021, sanction has been accorded for the
payment of dearness allowance at the rate of 196 percent increased from 189 percent, w.c.f.
01.07.2021 to those serving employees of Central Government receiving pre revised Sixth Pay
Scale.

Under Rule-9 of Madhya Pradesh Judicial Services (Revision of Pay, Pension & Other

. Retirement Benefits) Rules, 2010, sanction of dearness allowance has been accorded to the
-serving members of Judicial Services also similar to the dearness allowance granted to Central

Employees from time to time by the Central Government. Under Rule-11(3) of the above Rules.
2010, the revised rates of dearness allowancerelief shall be applicable to the members retired
from Judicial Services at the same rates as the serving members.

Hence, sanction is accorded by the State Government for the payment of relief on
pension at the rate of 196 percent increased from 189 percent, w.e.f. 01.07.2021 to the retired
members of Madhya Pradesh Judicial Services. under Rule-11(3) of Madhya Pradesh Judicial
Services (Revision of Pay, Pension & Other Retirement Benefits) Rules, 2010.

(1) Regulation of dearness relief at revised rates shall be done as per the method described in
Government of India. Ministry of Finance, Department of Expenditure, New Delhi.
Memo No. 1/3/2008-E-11(B), dated 13.08.2021 and order of even no. dated 01.11.2021
issued in its continuation.

(2) Payment of dearness relief under these orders shall be made in cash, w.e.f. 01.07.2021.

(3) In case of finding excess payment contrary to this order, the amount of excess payment
shall be recoverable from the officer receiving the concerned payment.
