Cctober, 2019 revising the rate of Deairiass Aigwance ([2A) w.e.l, 01.07.2019 in respect of employees
of Central Government and Central Autonomous Bodies continuing to draw their pay in the pre-revised
pay scale/Grade Pay as per 6'h Central Pay Commission and to this Department's OM No. 1/1/2020-
EN(B) dated 23.04.2020 vide which instalmenis of Dearness Allowance to Central Government
employees due from 01.01.2020, 01.07.2020 and 01.01.2021, were frozen.

2. The rate of DA admissible to above categories of employees of Central Govemme’r’ﬁ' and Cenlral
Autonomous Bodies shall be enhanced from the existing 164% to 189% of the Basic Pay with effect from
01.07.2021, The increase subsumes the additional instalments arising on 01.01.2020, 01.07.2020 and
01.01.2021. The rate of Dearness Allowance for the period from 01.01.2020 till 30.06.2021 shall remain

at 164%. :

3. The provisions contained in paras 3, 4 and 5 of this Ministry's O.M.No.1(3)/2008-E.1(B) dated 29t
August, 2008-shall conlinue lo be applicable while regulating Dearness Allowance under these orders
