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2.2 The quantum of adhoc pension that may be sanctioned under Rule 210 of the
Karnataka Civil Services Rules, shall not save in the most exceptional
circumstances, exceed Rs.13,500/- per month.

3. Family Pension:

3.1 The minimum amount of family pension admissible to the dependents of
Government Servants shall be revised from the existing Rs. 8,500/- per month
to Rs. 13,500/- per month.

3.2  The ceiling on the maximum amount of family pension shall be revised from
the existing Rs. 45,180/- per month to Rs. 80,400/- per month.

3.3  The amount of Family pension admissible as per the Karnataka Government
Servants (Family Pension) Rules, 2002shall be 30% of the emoluments subject
to the ceiling mentioned above.

34 In case of death of a Government Servant while in service on or after
01.07.2022, the beneficiaries of the deceased Government Servant are entitled
to the revised amount of family pension w.e.f. 01.08.2024 as provided in the
Karnataka Government Servants (Family Pension) Rules, 2002.

4. Dearness Allowance:

4.1 The revised amounts of pension/family pension of State Government employees
retired prior to 01.07.2022 are structured by merging the Dearness Allowance
upto index level of 361.704 of All India Average Consumer Price Index (base

i 2001=100) with the existing pension/family pension as on 01.07.2022.
: Therefore, the first installment of Dearness Allowance on the revised

pension/family pension shall be calculated from 01.01.2023 and is sanctioned

! from the date mentioned hereunder.

i 4.2 The Dearness Allowance payable to the pensioners including holders of family

= pension shall continue to be regulated with reference to the Dearness

Allowance orders issued in respect of serving Government Employees from time

to time. Accordingly, the Dearness Allowance on the revised pension/family

pension shall be regulated notionally as provided below:

4.3 The future grant of Dearness Allowance shall be regulated with reference to the
orders issued by the State Government in this regard.

4.4 Dearness Allowance will be paid twice in a year from 1% January and 1** July.

5. Retirement gratuity /Death gratuity:

5.1. In the case of a Government Servant who cease to be in service on account of
retirement on or after 01.07.2022 but before 01.08.2024 and who has completed
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(i) Existing Basic Pension / Family Pension as on 01.07.2022.
(i) Dearness Allowance of 31% of Basic Pension / Family Pension as on
01.07.2022
(i)  Fitment benefit of 27.50% of the existing Basic Pension/ existing Family
Pension as on 01.07.2022. A

The total of (i) + (ii) + (iii) above shall not be less than the minimum révised
pension of Rs.13,500/- per month for pension/family pension and shall not
exceed the maximum pension of Rs.1,20,600/- per month and Rs.80,400/- per
month in respect of family pension as the case may be.
In case of family pension being sanctioned to two or more members of a
family, increase of the pension amount under these orders shall be determined
with reference to the share of the each recipient and subject to the limits:if any
prescribed under respective rules or orders.
The total family pension mentioned above should be consolidated as provided
above and wherever the shares are being drawn in the same Treasury, the
consolidation and determination of shares shall be calculated and arrived at by
the Treasury Officer himself. Wherever those shares are being drawn in
different treasuries, the Accountant General should be consulted.
The increase in the amount of pension/family pension in respect of pensioners/
family pensioners who have retired or died while in service prior to 01.07.2022
under this order shall be paid to the respective pensioners/ family pension
holders by the treasury officers without insisting any authorization from the
Accountant General, subject to the conditions stipulated above.
The amount of revised pension/revised family pension in respect of existing
pension/family pension of pensioners/family pensioners as on 01.07.2022 is as
shown in the Annexure to this order.

8. The increase in pension or family pension sanctioned under this order shall
be subject to the following conditions:

8.1

In case of increase in pension or family pension that is admissible together with
existing pension or family pension as the case may be results in monthly
pension or family pension exceeding the maximum pension or family pension
allowed, the total shall be restricted to the maximum pension and maximum of
family pension prescribed in para (2) and (3) above.

In case of death of a pensioner who was entitled to the increase in pension,
arrears, if any, it shall be paid to the persons entitled to receive family pension
or to their legal heirs as provided in the applicable rules and the procedure
prescribed in the Karnataka Treasury Code shall be followed in making such
payment.

The existing provisions of the Karnataka Civil Services Rules, the Karnataka Civil
Services Rules (Extraordinary Pension) Rules, 2003, Karnataka Government
Servants (Family Pension) Rules, 2002 and related orders issued from time to

time regulating the pension/family pension shall be applicable mutatis-
mutanda.
