Orders for revision of pension / Family pension dated 01 04.2007 (pension for the month
of April 2007 due in May 2007) in case of officials who have retired befote 01.01.1996
has been issued vide circular no. F 09/01/2007 / rule / 4, dated May 16, 2007 of finance
department, Madhya Pradesh Govt.

2. On their writ petition filed by those Govt. servent who retired before 01.01.1996 got the
decision in their favour for 01.01 .1996 in place of 01.04.2007 as benefit ¢f revision. In
these matter writ no. 1488 /2012 Smt. Kamla Jain verses Madhya Pradesh Govt., write
no. 14068/ 2013 and 14067 /2013, Shri Manmohan Vyas and Shri Surendfa Nath Gupta
respectively verses Madhya Pradesh are main issues in which Supremecourt has decided
to uphold the decision of the High Court.

3. [n perspective of above court decisions, the state government has decided fhat the benefit
of Pension / Family pension under above mentioned circular dated 16.05.2007 should
commence from 01.01.1996 instead of 01.04.2007. Honourable Court ghve judgement

for execution of the court order.

4. Other conditions and instructions will remain unchanged.

2. State Government has decided to grant above dearness relief payable to the pensioner / family pensioners by
increasing at the following rate —

From 1-7-2017 in 6" pay commission (Pension | 139% of pension / family pension

for the month of July 2017 would be payable in | (enhancement 3%)

August 2017

From 1-7-2017 in 7" pay commission (Pension | 5% of pension / family pension
for the month of July 2017 would be payable in | (enhancement 1%)

August 2017

Dearness relief will be payable on additional pension payable to the pensioners who are 80 years old and/more.

3. The above dearness relief will be payable at Superannuation, retiring, invalid and compensatior]. Dearness relief
will also be admissible on compassionate allowance approved for dismissed or reverted employdes and the above
dearness relief will be payable to the family pensioners and extra ordinary pensioners under conditions of
memorandum no. F.B.6 / 43 / 76 / rule 2 / four, 5-10-76. In such matters where pensioners / family pensioners
are appointed / reappointed in state government or any autonomous body, D.R. will not fle admissible on
pension. Any person whose husband / wife has died while in service and He / She has not bgen appointed on
compassionate ground, D. R. will be admissible on family pension which is payable due to death of her husband
/ his wife. If a person who has been appointed on compassionate ground due to death of her hysband / his wife.
D. R. will not be admissible in such cases. In this regard attention is invited towards finance dgpt. memorandum
no. F.B.6 /10 / 76 / rule 2 / four. dated 27-7-76 read with memorandum no. F.B.6 /10 / 77/ rdle 2 / four, dated
02-05-77 and memorandum no. F.12-5 /2007/ rule / four, dated 19-04-2007.

4. Dearness relief will be payable on basic pension (pension before commutation) to those pengioners who have
commuted a part of their pension.

5. Retired govt. employees, who were absorbed from undertakings / autonomous bodies, divisidns / corporations
etc. after drawing lumpsum amount, are eligible to these benefits and those who have commuted one third of
pension as per finance dept. memorandum no. F 9/9 /2006 / rule / four, dated 05-01-2007 afe also eligible to
this benefit.

6. Fraction of rupees of the amount to be paid as dearness relief shall be rounded off to the next rupee.

7. All treasury officers / sub treasury officers / pension disbursing officers are instructed that deamness relief should
be paid to the civil pensioners of state govt. at the earliest keeping in view the amended provisigns of subrule 347
of Madhya Pradesh treasury Code Part - I issued vide finance dept. endorsement no. E—4 /1 83/ rule 5/ four,
dated January 29,1983

Sub: - Revision of pension / family pension of the pensioners and family pensiongrs retired
before 01/01/2016.

State govt. has decided to revise pension / family pension payable to state pensjoners / family

pensioners retired before 01/01/2016.

1) Existing basic pension / family pension (before commutation) will be multipli¢d by 2.57 and

rounded off to the nearest rupee, will be the revised pension. Dearness relief will not be

included in Existing basic pension / family pension for above calculation. This fevision should

be effective from 01/04/2018.

2) Amount of commutation, if any included, will be reduced from commuted amount at the time of
monthly disbursement.

3) Minimum amount of pension / family pension would be Rs. 7750/- per month.

4) Prescribed pension for old pensioners / family pensioners would be duly arranged.

5) After absorption in public sector undertakings / autonomous bodies, pension /|family pension

will be revised as follows in condition of getting pension / family pension separfitely from state

govt.

6) In such cases where a govt. servent has surrendered cent percent pension and drdwn a lump sum

amount on permanent absorption in undertaking / autonomous bodies and gof the benefit of

restoration of 1/3 part of his pension, decision for revision of pension / family jpension will be

taken separately in this regard.

7. Pension of those state govt. pensioners who are drawing pension / family pension from public
sector banks, will be revised by pension / family pension paying branch of public sgctor banks and
entries of payable amount will be made in both parts of pension payment order. Bension / family
pension of those pensioners who are drawing pension / family pension from treasury / shib treasury, will
be revised by concerned pension disbursing officer.

3. While revising family pension, pension disbursing officer / public sector banks should check
minutely that if family pension is being paid on enhanced rate even after the expiry ¢f enhanced rate
date, family pension should be paid at the normal rate and extra payment amount should be adjusted
from arrears / relief.

4. Revised pension / family pension should be paid from the pension for the mon{ of April, 2018

(payment May, 2018). Dearness relief on pension should be paid as approved in 7" pay commission.

Orders for dearness relief payable on pension / family pension have been issued separately.
5. Test audit of 10% cases of pension / family pension revised by paying branchi of public sector
banks should done by divisional / district pension officer.
