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Dearness Relief will be payable on additional pension paid to pensioners aged 80 years
or beyond. i
. Above mentigned dearness relief will be payable on Pension on Superannuation, retiring,
invalid and Compensation. Dearness Relief will also be payable to Compassionate
Allowance payable to officials dismissed or terminated from the service. The above

mentioned Dearness Relief will be payable to family pensioners and extra ordinary

pensioners in accordance with the provisions of OM of issued by Dept. of Finance vide
OM No. FB6M3/76/Rule-2 Dated 05.10.76. If an official was appointed on compassionate
ground on the death of one’s Spouse, in that case dearness relief on family pension will
not be payable but If a person is in the service already at the time of death of his / her
Spouse dearngss on family pension on the death of spouse will be payable.

. Such Pensioners who have commuted a part of their pension, Dearness Relief will be
payable on their basic pension (Pension before Commutation).

. These orders |will also be applicable to those retired officials who have withdrawn lump
sum amount after merger in undertakings/autonomous bodies/Divisions/Nigams etc. and
those who are eligible for reversion of one third of Pension under OM issued by Dept.
of Finance vide OM No. F/9/6/2006/Rule/04 dt. 05.01.2007

Subject: Revision of Pension / Family Pension of Retired / Late Government
Servants on or after 01/01/2016.

The salary of the Government servants has been revised with effect from
01/01/2016 vides State Government, Finance Department Notification No. F 8-
1/2016/Rule/Four dated 22/07/2017.

2. The beneficiaries of pension / family pension of retired / late government
servants, on or after 01/01/2016, should be revised as follows:

a. The pension, family pension, pension summarizing, leave encashment may
be adjusted in revised pay scales as per the provisions of the Madhya Pradesh
civil services (pension) rules, 1976.

b The maximum limit of death - cum - retirement matters payable under the
Madhya Pradesh civil services (pension) rules, 1976 is Rs. 20 lakh.

c. The minimum monthly amount of pension and family pension (apart from
additional pension received 10 aged) is Rs. 7750. The maximum ceiling of
pension/family pension for state government servants is 50 & 30 per cent of

the maximum salary respectively received in revised salary.

3 The excess amount of revised pension/family pension for the period from
01/01/2016 to 31/08/2017 will be paid while adjusting the earlier payment made

by the pensioner.




4. The calculation of dearness relief in respect of pension/family pension dues

would be as under:

Date Dearness Relief
From 01.01.2016 0%
From 01.07.2016 2%
From 01.01.2017 4%

5. The relevant rules for para 2(b) & (c) mentioned above will be amended

separately.
