Sub: Sanction of Dearness Relief of 50% in place of 46% w.e.f. 01.01.2024 to
‘Government pensioners/family pensioners of state Government
drawing pension in Seventh Central Revised Pay Structure - reg.

Vide Department of Finance, Resolution No. 10441/Vi. dated 24.11.2023, sanction
was accorded for Dearness Relief at the rate of 46% w.e.f. 01.07.2023 to Government
pensioners/family pensioners of State Government drawing pension in Revised Pay
Structure.

2. Vide Government of India, Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and
Pension, OM No.42/02/2024-P&PW(D), dated 13.03.2024, an increase in the rate of
Dearness Relief from 46% to 50%, has been sanctioned w.e.f. 01.01.2024 to the Central
Government pensioners/family pensioners drawing pension in Seventh Central Revised
Pay Structure.

3. The State Government have also been sanctioning Dearness Allowance/
Relief to its employees/pensioners/family pensioners at the same rate and from the same
date, like the Central Government.

4. In the light of the above, after due consideration, the state
government have decided that-

(i) Dearness Relief of 50% in place of 46%, is sanctioned w.e.f. 01.01.2024 to
government pensioners/family pensioners of the State Government,
drawing pension in Seventh Central Revised Pay Structure.

(ii) Payment of Dearness Relief in respect of pensioners/family pensioners will
be made by calculating the same on the basis of basic pension.

(iii) In the calculation of dearness allowance/relief, 50 paise or more shall be
rounded off to next higher rupee and the amount less than 50 paise shall be
ignored,

(iv) The above amount of Dearness Relief will be paid in cash.

5=~ Dearness Relief on pension will be payable to those pensioners also
p pa

including re-employed pensioners, who are receiving compensation pension, old age
pension, superannuation and disability pension. This relief will also be payvable to those
receiving provisional pension/family pension and extra ordinary pension.

6. The arrear amount of increased Dearness Relief will be paid after the
disbursement of pension for the month of March.

7. In case of pensioners receiving pension within the state, order is given for
payment of dearness relief without the authority from the Accountant General, Bihar,
under Rule 206 of Bihar Treasury Code, 2011, to avoid delay in the payment of Dearness
Relief to pensioners. The Treasury Officers are also directed to send its copies to all
authorized banks of public sector for quick payment to the pensioners receiving pension
through banks. The withdrawal of Dearness Relief outside Bihar can only be done on the
authority letter from the Accountant General, Bihar. The Accountant General, Bihar is
réquested to authorize the Accountants General concerned with the pensioners receiving
pension outside the state, for the payment of pension/ dearness relief without delay and
this may be intimated to the Department of Finance also.

8. Dearness relief at increased rate to the pensioners of High Court,
Patna/Bihar Legislative Assembly/Bihar Legislative Council shall be payable with the
sanction of the Hon'ble Chief Justice, High Court, Patna/Speaker, Bihar Legislative
Assembly/Chairman, Bihar Legislative Council.
