01* January 2006 vide State Government, Department of Finance,
Notification No. F 8/2009/Rules/Four, dated 28" February 2009, it has been decided by
the Government to consolidate the pension or family pension of employees retired or
deceased prior to 01.01.2006, w.e.f, 01+ January 2006 as below:

An amount equivalent to 2.26 x basic pension (before commutation)/ tamily
pension (excluding Dearness Pension and Dearness Relief) received as on 31+
August 2008 shall be the consolidated amount of pension/family pension and it
will be payable from September 2008 (month of September 2008, month of
payment is October 2008).

Minimum pension/family pension of 23025/- per month shall be pavable. The
amount of additional pension payable to old age pensioners shall be separate
from this limit,

Old age pensioners will receive additional pension as per the following table :-

Age of pensioner/ family pensioner Additional Amount .
From 80 years to less than 85 years 20% of basic pension/family pension i
From 85 years to less than 90 years 30% of basic pension/family pension |
From 90 vears to less than 95 vears 40% of basic pension/family pension
From 80 vears to less than 100 vears 50% of basic pension/family pension
100 vears or more 100% of basic pension/family pension

Additional pension will be sanctioned by the Disbursing Officer and sepdrate
authorisation will not be required for the same. The amount of additional pension
will be shown separately in the Pension Payment Order. Additional pension will
be sanctioned on the basis of the date of birth mentioned in the pension order of
the retired pensioner. In the case of family pensioners, additional pension will be
sanctioned after obtaining the certificate regarding age. The benefit of additional
pension will be received from the month succeeding the month in which the
pensioner will complete the prescribed age.
