Vide Department of Finance, Resolution No. 6438/Vi. dated 24.07.2023, sanction
was accorded for Dearness Allowance/Relief at the rate of 221% w.e.f. 01.01. 2023 1o
Government Servants/pensioners/family pensioners of State Government drawing

pay/pension in Sixth Central Pay Scale, like the Central Government.

2, Vide Government of India, Ministry of Finance, Department of Expenditure letter
no. 1/3(1)/2008-E. 11(B) dated 06.11.2023, an increase in the rate of Dearness Allowance
from 221% to 230% has been sanctioned w.ef. 01.07.2023 to the Central Government
employees drawing pay in Sixth Central Pay Scale.

3. Generally, the State Government has been sanctioning Dearness Allowance/ Relief
to its employees/pensioners/family pensioners at the same rate and from the same date,
like the Central Government.

4. Therefore, after due consideration, it is decided that-

(i) Dearness Allowance/ Relief of 230% is sanctioned in place of 221%, w.e.l.
01.07.2023 to the Government Servants/Pensioners/Family Pensioners of
the State Government, drawing pay/pension in sixth Central Pay Scale.

(ii) Dearness allowance will be caleulated on the basis of the basic pay (sum of
pay band and grade pay) received in Sixth Central Pay Scale and special pay
or personal pay will not be included therein.

(iii) Regarding the pensioners/family pensioners, dearness relief will be

calculated on the basis of basic pension.




(iv) In theCalculation of dearness allowance/relief, 50 paise or more shall be
rounded off to the next higher rupee and the amount less than 50 paise shall
be ignored.

(v) The amount of above dearness allowance/relief shall be paid in cash. The
Treasury Officer shall immediately make the due payment provisionally,
without waiting for the authorization letter of the Accountant General/

Finance Personal Claim Fixation Cell.

5. Payment of above dearness allowance/relief in sixth central pay scale to the
employees/pensioners/family pensioners of High Court, Patna/ Bihar Legislative
Assembly/Bihar Legislative Council shall be made with the sanction of the Hon'ble Chief
Justice, High Court, Patna/Speaker, Bihar Legislative Assembly/Chairman, Bihar
Legislative Council.

01.07.2023 to Central Government
emplovees drawing salary in fifth Central Pay Scale.

3. Generally, the State Government has been sanctioning Dearness Allowance/Relief
to its employees/pensioners/family pensioners at the same rate and from the same date,
like the Central Government,

4. Therefore, after due consideration, it is decided that-

(i) Dearness Allowance/Relief of 427% is sanctioned in place of 412%, w.e.f,
01.07.2023 to government servants/pensioners/family pensioners of the
State Government, drawing salary/pension in fifth Central pay scale.

(ii) Increase in Dearness Allowance/Relief from 412% to 427%, w.e.f. 01.07.2023
is sanctioned to those employees/pensioners drawing pay/pension in fifth
central pay scale effective from 01.01.1996 and who have been given the
benefit of the amount of dearness allowance equivalent to 50% of the amount
of basic pay as dearness pay w.e.f. 01.01.2005.
