This dearness relief shall also be
payable on the Compassionate Allowance sanctioned to the employces
discharged or removed from service and the said dearness relief shall also be
payable to persons receiving family pension and extraordinary pension subject
to the restrictions comtained in the Finance Department's Mamo
No.F.B.6/43/76/r-11/IV dated 05.10.76 . This relicf on family pensions shall be
payable in such cases, where a person was already in service at the time of the
death of the spousc and was not appointed on compassionate grounds. However,
this relief on family pension shall not be payable in those cases, where a person
has been appointed on compassionate grounds, on account of death of the
spousc.

9/ After payment of deamess relief, the same may be got test checked by the
Director Pension in bank branches, and if some inaccuracy/discrepancy comes
to the notice, the same may be adjusted in the payment of next months.
