I. The significance of the head *“ Government Account ” is explained in note 4 below. The
other headings in his summary take into account the balance under all account heads i .
Government books where Government have 2 liability to repay the moneys received or have a
claim o recover the amounts paid and also heads of accoun’s opened inthe books for ad jusimen
of remittance irensac ions. It musi be understoed that these balances cannot be regarded
as a complete record of the financial position of t he Government of Tamil Nadu asihe:te do not
take into account all ihe physical assets of the S:ate. such as lands, buildings. communications, .
etc.. nor any accrued dues cr outstanding liabilitics wh'ch are not brought to account uncer the-
cash basis of accounting followed by Government.

2. A summiry of receipts. disbursements and balances under Debt, Contingency Fu nd angd”

Public Account is given in Statement N . 16.

In almost all cases. t here were unreconciled difference inthe closing balance as reported im
S atemeant No. 16 and i hat shown inthe separate registers or other records main‘ained in the
accounts office/department: 1 offices for the purpose. Sieps are beingtakento settlecthe discre-
pancies s soon as possible.  In muany cases, full details and documents required for t he purpose-
are awaited from departmen’ al/treasury officers as detailed in Appendix IT.

The builances are communicated to the officers concerned every vear for verification and
acceptance. In a large number of cases, such acceptances have not been received. Instances-
where the verificition and acceptance o! balances involving large amounts have been delayed are
given n Appendix [II.  Tnmany cases delay ex'ends over several years.

3. Adjustments consequent on reorganisation of States.—Consequent on the formation of
AndhraS ate from I1st October 1953, the closing balance under Debt and Public Account heads ¢ f
the Composite State on 30th September 1953 were allocated among the residuary Madras State,.
Andhra S ate and Mysore State ont he basis laid downin he sevent h schedule to the Andhra State
Act, 1953. Ina few cases where the basis of the allocation of balances is still uncer settlcment.
the balances (including the balances relaring o the former B:llary district which passed partlyto
Andhra and’partly to Mysore-now Karnataka) pertainingt ot he Composite Madras S «{e have beep
provisionilly brought over onihe books of the residuary Madras S ate, pending transfer of the-
portion attributable to the other two S ates after settlement is reached. A similar course has
been followad consequent on reorganisation of States from 1st November 1936.

4. Government Account.—Under the system of book-keeping followed in the Goverrmen
accounts, the amounts bookzd under revenue, capital heads and ot her tiansac!ions of Governmen!
t he balances of which are not carried forward fiom year to year inthe accounts are closed to
single head called * Government Account . The balance under this head represents1he cvmula-
tive result of all such transactions so that after adding thereto the balances under Public Deb' _
Loans and Advances, Small S vings, Provident Funds,etc., Reserve Funds, Deposits and Advances. -
S.ispense and Miscellaneous (other than Miscellaneous Government Account), Remittances and
Contingency Fund, t he closing cash balance at the end of the year may be worked out and proved.
