Gol and the Government of Jharkhand (GoJ) transfer their respective shares of MGNREGS fund into a 
separate Bank Account maintained in the District. The State Employment Guarantee Fund (SEGF) was not 
setup at state level till the end of financial year 2011-12. Commissioner, MNREGS is responsible for 
overall programme implementation and reporting at state level. At District level, DC is the Ex-officio 
District Programme Co-ordinator (DPC) who allocates funds between blocks, panchayats and line 
departments.

Social 

Gol and GoJ transfer SSA funds into bank account of the State Implementing Society (SIS) outside the 
state accounts. SIS is a society, set up by Go] for implementation of SSA headed by a State Project 
Director (SPD). Finance Controller and Senior Finance Officer of SSA are the joint custodians of the SSA 
bank account funds at state level. SPD is the administrator of the funds transferred to District Programme 
Officer (DPO)-SSA, established by GoJ for each District within SIS. At District level, DPO and Accounts 
Officer in the DPO offices jointly act as custodians of the bank account in the District.

Social 

Gol and GoJ transfer their shares of NRHM funds into the bank account of the State Health Society (SHS), 
outside State Government account. Mission Director and State Accounts Manager, NRHM are jointly 
responsible for operation of the bank account of SHS. Mission Director is the administrator of the fund. He 
transfers the funds to the District into the bank account of the District Health Society (DHS). Civil Surgeon 
cum CMO is the Secretary, DHS. District Programme Manager (DPM) and District Accounts Manager 
(DAM) jointly operate the bank account.

MDM scheme has four components for payment, viz. (i) food grains, (ii) transportation of food grains, (iii) 
conversion cost of food grains into meals and (iv) Management, Monitoring and Evaluation (MME) of the 
scheme. 

Transfer of fund by Gol- 

Food grains—Gol reimbursed the cost of food grains directly to Food Corporation of India (FCT) up to 
MDM financial year 2010 and it is now done through GoJ budget. 

Transportation of food grains: District Superintendent of Education (DSE) reimburses it directly to 
transporters through GoJ budget. 

Conversion cost and MME- Gol transfers these funds to DSE through GoJ budget. 

Arrangement by GoJ 

All the above four components are drawn by the DSE through GoJ budget at District level.

Gol transfers its share directly to DRDA. GoJ share is drawn by DRDA from treasury. Both are kept in a 
single bank account. DDC, DRDA operates the bank account and is the administrator of the fund. He 
transfers the fund to the beneficiary’s accounts through the Block Development Officer (BDO) for 
implementation of the schemes.
